Willow Grove, PA—In response to a devastating ice storm that struck parts of Texas, Missouri 
and Oklahoma, Asplundh Tree Expert Co. dispatched 349 tree trimming crews comprised of 
over 1,000 individuals to aid in the restoration of power to tens of thousands of homes.
